18.1 Recognized Holidays

Lincoln’s Birthday - deferred to Christmas Eve Day for Units I-A and I-B only
Washington’s Birthday - observed on the third Monday in February
Cesar Chavez Day
Malcolm X’s Birthday - observed on the Monday or Friday nearest May 19
Memorial Day - observed on the last Monday in May
Juneteenth
Independence Day
Labor Day - Observed on the first Monday in September
Indigenous Peoples Day - observed on the second Monday in October
Veterans Day
Thanksgiving Day
The day after Thanksgiving Day
Christmas Day

18.2 Floating Holidays 

Employees in the competitive service who have worked for the City six (6) months or more shall be granted three (3) floating holidays each calendar year. In the first calendar year of employment, employees shall be granted pro rata floating holidays as follows:
